Rotary on the Road to Makk Studios was fun learning 
the history, accomplishments and projects of the Makk 
Family of artists. After everyone finished their paninis 
from La Tour Cafe, Sylvia Makk explained that there 
are four artists in the family, all of Hungarian 
background but born in different countries, Eva, 
Americo (passed in 2015), her husband A.B. and 
herself.  

Eva and Americo met in Rome in the fine art academy. 
While on a scholarship in Rome, Americo had seen a 
redhead from a second story window walking with an 
older couple. He nudged his friend and said "see that 
redhead? she's going to be my wife!" and ran down to 
follow the three unsuspecting people. Americo was 
shocked when he heard them speaking Hungarian. He 
quickly introduced himself and for the next nine months 
courted the parents to woo Eva! In the end, which was 
really the beginning, they all went to Brazil where Eva's 
parents were told it was a land of opportunity after war 
torn Europe.  

Eva and Americo were married and had their son A.B. 
While in Brazil, Eva and Americo were the official artists 
of the Brazilian government. A.B. shared several visual 
presentations which picked up from Sylvia's 
introduction and showed some of the commissions Eva 
and Americo painted in thirteen churches.

Senator Inouye was a big help in getting the mu-
seum started. 
 
The year of 2020 is the 75th commemoration of the De-
cember 7th event.  The hope is to have the facility com-
pletely restored by that date.  Elissa works with a $14 
million annual revenue stream.  The Pearl Harbor Avia-
tion Museum is located on Ford Island in Pearl Harbor, 
a National Historic Site.  There are three 1941 hangars 
and the iconic Control Tower that is being refurbished.   
 
The mission is to educate young and old alike, to honor 
aviators and their support personnel who defended 
freedom in the Pacific Region.  The Youth Education 
Learning Lab is being built.  It will serve 12,000 stu-
dents each year in a historic building.  The purpose is 
to tach peace, friendship, and history.  Each year, Na-
tional History Day takes a group of people to Norman-
dy.  They have decided to bring 12 educators and 12 
students to Hawaii in July of this year.  They will stay 
for six days.   
 
President Steve held the drawing for the lucky ticket 
and PP Janet Scheffer was the winner!
